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ACCESSIBILITY QUICKSCAN MAPCOMPLETE 
July 2023 

1 INTRO 
 
This report presents the results of an accessibility quickscan. During a quickscan we check for the most 
common accessibility issues, according to the international WCAG 2.1 guidelines, level AA. We test if 
the product is usable with assistive devices or with keyboard only.  
A quickscan doesn’t cover all accessibility criteria and is therefore not a replacement for an official 
audit.

1 The contrast between foreground and background is not 

sufficient for all gray subheaders and the placeholder in the 
search bar.

2 The language selector doesn’t have a name (label). 
Screenreaders need these to know what the element is and 
does.

3 On mobile devices zooming is disabled, but WCAG requires 
users to be able to zoom in and out.

4 Subtitles are no longer completely visible when zooming in 
400%.

5 Buttons don’t have name (label) so the screenreader doesn’t 
know what the button is for.

6 Functional images and icons such as the hamburger menu don’t 
have describing (alt) texts.
